Instructions :—Below is a paragraph. Please read it carefully and answer the

questions (Q. No. 15 to Q. No. 19) following it, each in about

30 words. Each question is assigned 5 (five) marks.

A researcher hypothesized that a given drug would adversely affect the

rate of learning. He further expected that the temperature would moderate

the effect of drug. He employed an appropriate design, varying drug dosage

at two levels (placebo and 10 mg/kg body weight respectively) and temperature

at three levels (14° Celsius, 28° Celsius and 42° Celsius respectively), and

employing 10 subjects per cell. After an administration of the drug/placebo,

a serial learning task was given to the subjects; each subject was required

to learn a list of CVC trigrams with an average association value of 55.

Between the administration of the drug/placebo and the beginning of the

learning task, there was a time gap of half an hour. The number of trials

required to learn the list was recorded for each subject. The data were

analyzed by employing appropriate descriptive and inferential statistics. The

mean number of trials required to learn the list was 20 and 14 for the

group receiving placebo and the drug respectively, the difference being

statistically significant at .01 level. Temperature was not found to moderate

the effect of drug.
