The western model of development that has its roots in 18th, 19th and
20th centuries may not suit India in the 21st century. The development
in the west was largely at immense cost to the development of their colonies.
It assumed limitless resources for the colonisers, since development of the
colonies themselves was never an issue in a fragmented world where colonies
were mere geographical spreads whose natural resources existed for the
benefit of the European economies. The industrial revolution in the western
economies and their consequent prosperity were possible thanks to severe
under-pricing of raw material and labour from their colonies; the latter

was made possible through slave trade and exploited labour.
