The distinction that modern artists
and art critics make between the
arts, on the one hand, and crafts,
on the other, was foreign to classical
antiquity. Both arts and crafts were
regarded by the ancient Greeks as
“productions according to rule” and
both were classified as fechne, which
can be translated as “organized
knowledge and procedure applied for
the purpose of producing a specific
preconceived result.” This concept
runs directly counter to the deeply
ingrained insight of modern
aesthetic thought that art cannot be
reduced to rule, cannot be produced
in accordance with pre-established
concepts or rules, and cannot be
evaluated using a set of rules
reducible to a formula.
