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In fact, the Middle Ages was a time
of great activity. The Roman Empire
was divided into many smaller
kingdoms. Most kings had little
control over their kingdoms. As a
result, hundreds of vassals with
titles like prince, duke, and count
became independent rulers of their
own land. Their territories were
known as fiefs. They ruled like kings
through a form of government
known as feudalism. Under
feudalism, a king gave a fief in
return for a vassal’s loyalty and
service.
