While governments
and in some cases, the civil society
are required to be transparent,
corporations are not. Not with-
standing such lacunae, access to
information is an important right for
it can become the basis for the
enjoyment of related rights and
securities : in education, shelter
access to food grain and employment
opportunities. Access to ‘survival’
resources for eg food and shelter are
of course critical to human survival.
For communities who have lived
subsistence lives as hunter-
gatherers access to forest’s resources
are necessary for survival. The lack
of access to such traditional, life
enhancing resources is one of the
rallying calls for popular
mobilizations in the context of the
movements against the building of
